CENF data security

By joining the Central Ealing Neighbourhood Forum mailing list, you are signing up to membership of the Forum under the terms of our constitution and giving us authority to email you with information about us and our activities.  We are very aware of the need to guard the safety and security of the information that you give us when you sign on.  We want to assure you that we respect your privacy and the need to guard your personal information from any unauthorised use.

Our mailing list is stored in a Distribution List on a secure MailChimp server. Neither CENF not Mailchimp will, under any circumstances, sell our lists, contact people on our lists, misappropriate our lists, market to people on our lists or share our lists with any other party except in connection with CENF business or if it’s required by law. 
If you complain to or approach Mailchimp about any matter concerning our lists, they may contact you direct, but only in such circumstances.  Moreover, only authorized Mailchimp employees have access to view our Distribution Lists. 
Mailchimp have given an undertaking that they will never use or disclose the information in our Distribution Lists except for the reasons listed in the section “Your Distribution Lists” of their Privacy Policy on their web site (http://mailchimp.com/legal/privacy/).  In other words, they will not use or disclose the information in our Distribution Lists to:

· bill or collect money owed to them;

· send you system alert messages;

· communicate with you about your account with us; or

· send you messages with informational and promotional content.

It’s worth repeating: we respect your privacy and so does Mailchimp. Neither we nor they will ever sell your information or bother anyone on our Distribution List with unsolicited material.
